a) Entering the field of play before or during the course of a game
of a game. The field of play is that area within the railings
surrounding the perimeter of the pitch.

b) Using obscene or abusive language or persistent swearing.

c) Being drunk or under the influence of drink or drugs to any
degree.

d) Making vulgar gestures.
e) Using terms of abuse, racial or otherwise.

3) No bottles, metal cans, glasses, placards, banners, firearms,
knives or other similar articles are permitted and the Police and
Club stewards have the right to search any spectator at anytime,
and to confiscate any article which they consider could be a
danger to other spectators.

4. NO alcohol to be consumed within the ground without the use
of a plastic glass. Alcohol in glass containers can only be
consumed within the confines of the Clubhouse. Passes are
available at half-time.

5. The climbing of floodlight pylons, stands and other building
structures is strictly forbidden. Club Stewards have the right to
eject any persons found doing so.

6. ALL vehicles parked in and around the ground are parked at
the owner’s own risk

7. No unauthorised vehicles can be parked within the Clubhouse
car park and the Club reserves the right to move any vehicles in
contravention of this regulation and shall not liable for any
damages caused.

8. No Air Horns, Drums or Loud Musical Instruments are allowed
inside the ground, Any Flares, fireworks or other implements
thrown will mean immediate ejection from the ground.

The first match to be played by a team representing
Haywards Heath was in March 1888, which provided
the impetus for the formation of ‘Haywards Heath
Juniors’. After a brief change of name to ‘Excelsior’ in
1894, the club adopted the name ‘Haywards Heath FC’
in 1895.

Without a home ground, the club led a somewhat
nomadic existence in its early days, playing most of its
games away until 1895 when it was offered the use of
the field in South Road which was later to become
Victoria Park and the club’s home venue until 1952.

Haywards Heath FC lifted its first silverware in 1900
when it won the Sussex Junior Cup and played in the
Mid-Sussex League of which it was a founding
member. 1901-1906 saw the club finish as runners up
in the senior division in four of its first five seasons,
then division 2 winners in 1911-12 after relegation in
1908.

In 1919-20 Haywards Heath were Mid-Sussex League
champions without losing a game. They won the title
again in 1922-23 and went on to retain it for the next
two seasons, losing only one match in each season.

In 1926, the club transferred to the Brighton, Hove &
District League and, after winning the league title at the
very first attempt, joined the Sussex County League
the following year. The first five seasons in the County
League (1926-1932) saw the club finish in the top four
but they were sadly to finish bottom of the league in the
1932-33 season.

In 1941-42, the club were winners of the Sussex Senior
Cup and, after the war, were the league’s Eastern
Division winners of 1945-46. A single division league
was re-introduced the following year which the club
won in both 1949-50 and again in 1950-51.

In 1952 the club finally moved from Victoria Park to the
newly finished Hanbury Stadium which enabled it to
join the Metropolitan League which included the
reserve sides of professional clubs such as West Ham,
Tottenham, Chelsea and Arsenal. After a promising first
season finishing in fifth place, the club struggled
against the professional opposition and, finishing
bottom in 1960-61, elected to re-join the Sussex
County League.

The Division One title was won in 1969-70 and the
League Cup in 1972-73. The club was also runners-up
in 1974-75 but were relegated at the end of the 1979-
80 season. The Division Two Cup was won in 1983-84
and, as runners-up in 1985-86, the club again gained
promotion back into the senior division.

In 1988, our centennial year, the present name of
Haywards Heath Town Football Club was adopted in to
reflect the ‘town’ status of Haywards Heath itself.

Two successive relegations in 1992 and 1993 saw the
club drop into the third division where they won the

Division Three Cup in 2000-01. The following year as
Division Three runners-up, HHTFC were promoted
back to Division Two but were again relegated after
only one season. Heath won the Division Three Cup in
2008-09 and after finishing as runners-up in 2012-13
gained promotion back into Division Two.

On the rebranding of the Sussex County League to the
Southern Combination Football League in 2015, the
second division was renamed Division One and the
titte was won that first season, earning Haywards
Heath Town FC promotion to the Premier Division. The
club finished top of the Premier division the following
season (2016-17) and were due to be promoted to the
Isthmian League.

Promotion was denied following a nine-point
deduction, which saw the championship awarded
elsewhere. The club however responded in style by
winning the Premier Division again in the 2017-18
season, this time adding the Peter Bentley Cup.

Heath enjoyed a successful 2018-19 debut in the
Isthmian League, finishing fifth position which qualified
the Blues for the play-offs. The club were eliminated by
Horsham, who went on to win promotion to the Premier
Division.

The squad also reached the final of the Sussex RUR
Cup and the semi-finals of the Sussex County Senior
Cup. Our Senior Cup run included a famous away win
at Crawley Town.

Following two seasons curtailed by COVID, Haywards
Heath Town FC returned with a bang in the 21-22
season. The team reached the quarterfinals of the
Isthmian League Cup, beating Ashford, Ramsgate,
and Worthing on the way, before being defeated by
eventual winners Horsham.

The team achieved its highest finish in its history,
finishing 4" in the Isthmian South-East division.
However they were to be beaten by Herne Bay on
penalties in the semi-final of the playoffs after a 3-3
draw.

After a season of struggles in 22-23, the side were
relegated to the Southern Combination Football
League following a 3-2 defeat at home to Essex side
Redbridge in a relegation playoff.

Haywards Heath’s first season back in the Sussex
League in the 23/24 season saw a 6" placed finish,
one spot outside of the playoffs. The Blue’s also
reached the RUR Cup Final, finishing as runners up to
Horsham YMCA on penalties.

ANVILS JUNIOR PATHWAYS
REALLY DO WORK

News a couple of weeks ago that Lewis
Gould, one of our first team players from last
season, had signed a one-year contract with
League One side Barnsley was fantastic for
so many reasons. It came hot on the heels of
Joe Emery, who played for our junior teams,
making his first team debut for Sheffield
Wednesday in the Carabao Cup against
Bolton Wanderers and Tito Salaam, a first
team regular at 18 last season, joining
professional side Sutton United.

All these examples are, first and foremost,
wonderful news for those individuals and their
families. What they also do, though, is to show
that Crawley Down Gatwick offers a genuine
pathway for young players. As someone who
is going into his 17th season coaching in the
junior section here, | am proud of the way this
club has developed. We now have 28 teams
in this club which comprises the men’s first
team, U18s sides for men and women, plus 25
teams or training groups for boys and girls
from U16s down to U5s.

| have always been a strong advocate for the
junior section but it has to have a purpose and
this is the two-fold purpose as | see it: to
provide a safe and caring environment to play
football for boys and girls who want to enjoy
the game; to provide a pathway from junior
football to the first team and higher if they are
capable of it. Both those purposes are equally
important.

There have been a few cases of Crawley
Down players in the past joining professional
clubs, but not too many. Mitch Walker played
in goal for our junior teams and later made his
professional debut for Brighton and Hove
Albion in a League One game against Yeovil
Town in 2010. Mitch is still playing now for
Dover Athletic at the age of 33. Before that,
Adam Aylward went to Chesterfield and
Robbie Collins to Crawley Town. On the girls’
front, Jodie Jacobs went on to play for
Chelsea and West Ham after playing for
Crawley Down, while two girls | coached left
us after U13s to join professional clubs:
Hannah Plumb was signed by Brighton and

Hove Albion and subsequently played for
West Ham U21s, while Rhianna Major went to
Charlton Athletic.

What we have done at the club in recent years
is to emphasise the second part of my ‘two-
fold purpose’, which is to offer that pathway to
the first team and beyond. Lewis Gould and
Joe Emery, both played in the junior sides run
by first team coach Martin Benetar. In fact,
Gould was in our U18s squad that won the
Sussex Cup in April 2024 alongside current
first team squad members Jake Neaves and
Alex Tidy. Fellow first teamers Callum
Kilkenny and Alex Bellingham have also
played for our junior sides.

While all still young themselves, these players
are an inspiration to the next generation
because what this does is that is shows
players currently with our junior sides that
there is a pathway to senior football at
Crawley Down Gatwick if they work hard and
have the ability to match it. Even more so,
Lewis Gould’s professional contract shows
ambitious young players they do not have to
go elsewhere if they want to follow in his
footsteps.

There are currently players | have coached in
our youngest groups who | know have real
ability for their age group. Of course, there is
a long way to go between where they are now
and playing for the first team here at Crawley
Down Gatwick but the message is clear: the
pathway is there for boys in our club and,
once we have launched the women’s first
team, the pathway will be there too for girls.
These are exciting times for everyone at
Crawley Down Gatwick.

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Crawley Down Gatwick FC have made a remarkable rise from parks football to the Ryman League in less
than 20 years. The club was only formed in 1993 but have enjoyed the type of success many could only hope
for in their short history. In 2011 Sussex County League title success and promotion to Step 4 Football was
followed by an appearance at the AMEX in the Sussex Senior Cup Final in 2012.

1983-95 Delving back into the history books to 1983, Crawley Down United could be found nestled in
Division Six of the Mid Sussex League. By 1988 the club had risen to Div One, winning three league titles
and finishing runners-up on two occasions. After three seasons in Div One they won promotion to the
Premier Division as runners up to Lindfield. 1993/94 culminated in a merger of four local sides and adopting
the name Crawley Down Village they finished third in the following season. 1994/5 they claimed their first
Premier Division title by a massive margin of ten points from 2nd placed Wealden.

1995-2003 In 1995 the Anvils joined the Sussex County League Division Three. In the first season they
finished second and found themselves making an even swifter move into Senior Football. They also reached
the final of the Intermediate Cup. The first two seasons in Division Two provided much sought after
consolidation but in the 1998-99 season they finished in a promotion position but only to be denied a place
in Division One because they could not persuade Mid Sussex District Council to allow the installation of
floodlights in time. The following season they thought they had finished in a promotion spot again only to be
thwarted by a late decision to award Lancing three extra points after Mile Oak had fielded an illegible player.
The next four seasons were not so easy for the club with changes of management and they finished no
higher than 11th in that period.

The 2004-07 era was better as they finished tenth and fifth and In the Division Two Cup, they reached the
semi-final stage two years running. 2006-07 was a struggle only staying up after an outstanding finish to the
season loosing just two of the last 14 matches. Cup form: Q/F of the Sussex RUR Cup and the Div Two Cup.

2007-08 was a massive year for the club as the culmination of 10 years’ hard work behind the scenes paid
off with the Anvils given the go ahead to upgrade facilities. Floodlights, hard standing and stands followed
and were in place for the start of the new season. The Team finished 6th and reached the semi-final of the
John O’Hara League Cup. In the FA Vase they reached the 4th round losing away at Brockenhurst. The
Anvils also entertained Brighton & HA in the Sussex Senior Cup. By now, the club were gaining momentum
on and off the pitch and they finally won promotion to Div One with a third place finish.

2009-2010 Many expected the Division One new boys to struggle but they defied the odds to enjoy a
tremendous season, finishing eighth in the league and enjoying good cup runs in the FA Cup and FA Vase
as well as reaching the League Cup Final.

2010-11 Proved to be the most successful season in the club’s history as the Anvils won SCL Div One and
promotion to the Isthmian League by a margin of 15 points as well as winning the RUR Cup. They reached
the semi-finals of both the John O’Hara and the Sussex Senior Cups where they lost to Blue Square prem
side Eastbourne Boro. 2011-14 Saw the Club in the Isthmian South for the first time and the Club set about
building a team to compete at this level, finishing in 15th place and also getting to the Sussex Senior Cup
Final at the AMEX, losing out in the last minute to Ryman South Champions Whitehawk. A name change to
Crawley Down Gatwick FC was approved highlighting the wider area to which the Club is now associated.
2012/13 Season started remarkably well with the team topping the Ryman South table through to November
but finally finishing in 13th position. Forced Manager changes meant a massive dip in form in 2013/14, which
saw the Anvils end up second to bottom and relegation. 2014/15 The Club rejoined the Sussex County
League, unfortunately a 2nd relegation followed to SCL Div 1. 2015/16 saw the revival of the side under Paul
Cooper as the rebuilt Anvils challenged at the top all season, finishing in 2nd place to Haywards Hth Tn and
14 points clear of 3rd placed Oakwood to gain promotion back to the Premier Division.

2017-25 Back in the SCL Prem the side continued its improvement finishing in a midtable position and
reaching the RUR Cup Final in that first year. The following season they achieved a midtable finish and a PB
cup Semi final. James Day took over the side from 2018-19 and did well in his first season as the side
finished in 9th place with 57 points. 2019/21 Covid dominated and the League was abandoned with CDG in
6th Pos. 21-22 the team again ended mid table and a run to R3 of the FA Vase. 22/23 A very good season
Anvils finishing in 2nd place to Broadbridge Hth & losing out on promotion to Isthmian side Sutton Common
Rovers in a play-off. 2023/24 Anvils finished in 9th position with 60 points. Martin Benetar’s U18’s took the
headlines with a County Cup Final win v Whitehawk and champions of the SCL North Div. 24/25 Chairman
Donal Barrett retired and former Player Dave Connor was elected. A good season with the Anvils finishing
6th and a record FA Vase run to the R4 losing out to Fleet Town.
